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June 5th “Magical History Tour & Nature Hike” to the Parker Farm & Parker Cemetery
Please join us on Sunday, June 5th, at 11:00am when we take our “Magical History Tour and Nature Hike” to the Parker Farm and Parker Cemetery. We’ll be hiking through the NYCDEP Recreation area dubbed as “Boyd Corners North” up to the Parker Farm, which was originally owned by the patriot Nathaniel Parker. Members of the Parker family served in the Revolution, the War of 1812, and the Civil War. Following Nathaniel Parker’s death in 1826, the farm passed to his son, John Parker (1789-1856), and then to John’s wife, Elsie Lee Parker (1794-1879), following his death in 1856. We’ll also visit the nearby family cemetery, where some of these patriots are interred. Our associate sponsors include the Kent Historical Society, the Putnam County Historic Preservation Advisory Commission, and the New England Antiquities Research Association. Get the kids off their smart-phones and computers for a few hours! As usual, leashed dogs are welcome too.

Hike Facts:
Distance: Approximately 2.75 miles

Terrain: Up and down hills, uneven and rocky ground, crossing at least 2 streams, step over downed trees and through stone walls.

When: 11:00am on Sunday, June 5th. We’ll return to the parking area at about 2:00pm. Heavy rain will postpone this hike until Sunday, June 12th, same time. 

Where:  Meet at the NYC DEP parking area on Nimham Road in Kent. Nimham Road runs north and south between Farmers Mills Road and Route 301. The parking area is 2.0 miles from Farmers Mills Road, and .7 mile from Route 301. For a map, click here. Parking is very limited, so please carpool if possible. Availability is on a first come basis. 

What to Bring:  Wear comfortable and sturdy hiking shoes, bring water, lunch or snack, and bug repellent.  It’s tick season so dress in light colored clothing, tuck your pants into your socks, and make sure to thoroughly check yourself and your dog when you return home.
