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October 1st “Magical History Tour” to the Denny Mine, John Allen Pond, and the AT
   Please join us as we hike to the Denny Mine and John Allen Pond in Putnam Valley on October 4st. The mine was opened by the Denny family, starting with the patriot Richard Denny, and was later sold to Robert P. Parrott and the Philadelphia and Reading Coal and Iron Company. Many tons of excellent ore were extracted over the years, mostly for use at the West Point Foundry in Cold Spring.  We’ll meet at the parking area on Dennytown Road in Putnam Valley, adjacent to some of the old Denny farms. We’ll follow the trail first to the mine, which includes a steep slope up the hill to the open pits, then down to the John Allen Pond, and return via Sunken Mine Road and the Appalachian Trail to complete the loop. Extreme caution should be exercised near the open mine pits! Well behaved leashed dogs are welcome. Hope to see you there! 
Hike Facts:

Distance: Approximately 4.75 miles roundtrip.

Terrain: Up and down hills, with a steep climb up to the mine, on uneven and rocky ground, crossing at least 2 streams, stepping over downed trees and through stone walls. Moderate to strenuous conditions.
When: 11:00 am on Sunday, October 1st. Steady rain or thunderstorm threats will postpone the hike until October 8th. 

Where:  Meet at the Dennytown Road parking area on Dennytown Road, Putnam Valley. Dennytown Road is located off of Route 301, west of the Clarence Fahnestock State Park. No permits are required to hike this property.

Directions: From Route 301, make a left on Dennytown Road and proceed south approximately 1.1 miles, past Sunken Mine Road and the adjacent parking area there. The parking area for this hike is about ¼ mile further down Dennytown Road, on the left side of the road.  For a map, click here.

What to Bring:  Wear comfortable and sturdy hiking shoes, bring water, lunch or snack, and tick repellent.  It’s tick season so dress in light colored clothing, tuck your pants into your socks, and make sure to thoroughly check yourself and your dog when you return home.
