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August 3rd “Magical History Tour” To the Hawkins/Light/Parker/Maynard Farm
   Highlands Historic Preservation will take its next “Magical History Tour” to the farm originally owned by the patriot, Samuel Hawkins, in Kent. The farm included a root cellar/ice house, duck pond, well, large barn area, and the farmhouse. Over the years, the farm passed to his nephew, Henry Light, and then to Light’s son-in-law, Isaac W. Parker. In the early 1900s Harry Maynard owned the farm, and the road that passed by it became known as Maynard Road. We’ll meet at the Mt. Nimham parking area halfway up the mountain, and then follow a series of trails and hike off-trail along the eastern and northern area of the mountain. About 30% of the hike is off-trail, so you’ll need to be able to navigate that kind of terrain. The return trip is mostly uphill. Well behaved, leashed dogs are welcome.
Hike Facts:

Roundtrip Distance: Approximately 3.75 miles.
Terrain/Conditions: Up and down hills, climbing and descending several hundred feet, crossing several streams, stepping over downed trees and through stone walls. Approximately 30% of the hike will be off-trail, and the return trip will be mostly uphill.
When:  11:00 am on Sunday, August 3rd. Rain date is Sunday, August 10th, same time.
Where:  NYS DEC Mount Nimham Multiple Use Area, so no permits are required to hike this property.
Directions:  From Route 301, take Gipsy Trail Road north approximately 2.3 miles, and turn left on Mt. Nimham Court (see blue historical marker). Follow Mt. Nimham Court up the hill approximately 1 mile to the main parking area. From Farmers Mills Road, go south on Gipsy Trail Road approximately 2.4 miles, and turn right on Mt. Nimham Court. Follow Mt. Nimham Court up the hill approximately 1 mile to the main parking area. For a map, click here.
What to Bring:  Wear comfortable and sturdy hiking shoes, bring enough water given the distance you’re walking and the temperature that day, lunch or snack, and bug repellent.  It’s tick season so dress in light colored clothing, tuck your pants into your socks, and make sure to thoroughly check yourself and your dog when you return home.
